CHAIR’S 
F OREWORD
DR STEVE SHARPLES

This is a very imp ortant year for BACKUP NW. It is the 

year of our 30th Anniversary. For the last 30 years, first 

as the B olton Young Persons Housing Scheme and now 

as BACKUP NW, we have b e en providing housing and 

supp ort for young p e ople age d 16-25 across B olton.

In that time the numb er of young p e ople we are able to 

supp ort at any one time has risen from low double figures 

to over 100. We have b e en able to do that by op ening new 

proje cts and supp ort systems as our financial resources 

grew and our staff team expande d and b e came even more 

skille d. So we now have a wide variety of proje cts, all of 

which offer accommo dation and supp ort to young p e ople 

of varying ne e ds and in different ways, such as Proje ct 

Front D o or, the Lucas Proje ct, Re dds Place, Loft House, 

our supp orte d lo dgings proje ct, and so on. These are 

major developments of the original vision for what has 

b e come BACKUP. But it is thanks to the commitment and 

hard work of the original staff team and B oards that the 

BACKUP of to day has b e en able to move forward in the 

way that it has. 

Although much in UK so ciety has change d in the last 30

years what has not change d, sadly, is the ne e d for 

proje cts such as BACKUP. Inde e d, the problem of 

homelessness, and esp e cially homelessness amongst 

young p e ople, is an ever greater problem than it was 

back then. So homelessness amongst young p e ople has 

b e come even more intertwine d with issues around 

mental health, drug use and abuse, sexual exploitation, 

and family breakdown. Here at BACKUP we are constantly 

having to deal with the conse quences of those major 

so cial problems. 

BACKUP’s ability to resp ond to those changing ne e ds 

over 30 years has b e en down to the quality of its staff 

team. For more than ten years now that team has b e en le d 

by Maura Jackson. Her energy, clarity of vision, grasp of 

detail of what ‘supp ort’  means, and astonishing ability 

to raise the money we ne e d to continually develop the 

organization, is legendary in the community and 

voluntary se ctor in the North West. We also now have the 

b est organizational structure we have ever had to ke ep 

BACKUP delivering what it ne e ds to do for B olton.

Finally, I also want to acknowle dge here the contribution 

of my colleagues on the BACKUP B oard over the years 

I have b e en privilege d to b e its Chair. It is our job as 

Truste es to ensure our staff team, under Maura’s 

leadership, have what they ne e d to ke ep BACKUP at the 

leading e dge of service delivery in B olton. I am delighte d 

that my fellow Truste es have b e en able to do that I know 

this will continue as BACKUP moves in to its next 30 years.
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CASE STUDY: 

MICKEY
Male 16 years old. Referre d as an emergency. 

He tracke d down his father at 12 years old to find he had 

taken his own life. In 2018 his mother had abandone d 

him and his siblings and move d to another country with 

her new b oyfriend. Throughout the young man's four 

year stay on and off with BACKUP, he was supp orte d by 

four services across BACKUP. 

His life was chaotic at times, he had drug issues, was 

in trouble with the p olice, had physical issues with 

his liver due to b eing alcohol dep endent and b e came 

a dad twice. The young man was supp orte d with 

do ctor app ointments, court app earances, probation, 

app ointment with 360, the job centre, counselling, 

family me diation with his mother, (which was 

successful),  as well as supp ort with budgeting, self-
care, living skills and re ducing risks in his life. 

He develop e d into an indep endent man with a full-time 

job, more e ducation and the ability to re cognise b oth his 

triggers and his strengths and how to act on them in an 

appropriate way. He is now living in his forever home, 

which he has de corate d himself.
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REDDS PLACE

It is the 12 share d b e dsits in a blo ck with a 

communal dining ro om, chill out ro om, on 

site office and round the clo ck staff team, 365 

days a year. No keys, curfew and no visitors.

10 self containe d flats in a blo ck with on 

site offices and staff team round the clo ck; 

365 days a year. No keys, curfew and limite d 

visitors.

leisure and e ducation activities, communal 

garden and staff on site round the clo ck. No 

keys, curfew and limite d visitors.

LUCAS PROJECT

28 units of accommo dation in 2 blo cks; 1 

site made up of 6 share d b e dsits and 22 self 

containe d. Staff on site round the clo ck. No 

curfew, own keys, visitors p ermitte d. Semi-
indep endent.

OUTREACH

36 disp erse d flats throughout B olton. Not 

conne cte d or in a cluster. Supp orte d through 

an assertive outreach team. No curfew, 

residents manage their own keys, front do or 

and visitors. 

SUPPORTED LOD GINGS

4  units of supp orte d lo dgings where a young 

p erson lives as a lo dger in some one’s home as 

part of the household. We assess, vet, match 

and risk assess all placements.

CHANCES TEAM

The capacity to supp ort 300 young p e ople a year 

who are residents at BACKUP, plus another 100 

who are not. Sp e cialist supp ort linke d to mental 

health, sexual exploitation and domestic abuse, 

care leavers and e ducation and employment. 

The aim b eing to prevent breakdowns of 

existing placements at BACKUP and therefore 

prevent rep eat homelessness.
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CASE STUDY: 

MINNIE

Minnie came to the LUCAS proje ct in D e cemb er 202 1. 

She had come from a psychiatric hospital in Prestwich 

and via PFD. When she arrive d she was struggling to 

manage her chaotic mental health which manifeste d as 

so cial anxiety, fear of going out, auditory hallucinations 

and depression. 

Her health journey was long, but was supp orte d by 

supp ort staff at the LUCAS proje ct and the Chances 

mental health staff. CAMHS did not provide her with the 

me dication nor the supp ort she felt she ne e de d.

Whilst b eing supp orte d to attend communal activities, 

resident's me etings and Chances activities, she built 

confidence.

At 17, she was estrange d from her family but gradually, 

whilst living here, rebuilt a relationship with her mum. 

After turning 18 she was able to access more effe ctive 

mental health services, and she b egan to develop and 

improve in all areas.

At the end of summer 2022 she was put on priority and 

bid on a prop erty in a nearby town which was b eing built 

by a housing asso ciation. Whilst she waite d several 

months for the prop erty to b e ready she was able to move 

into a fantastic new flat.

She had also starte d a relationship with another resident 

who move d out at the same time and the couple got a cat 

together. M move d out with much b etter mental health, 

indep endence skills and more confidence.

 Q. What would 

have happ ened 

to you if Backup 

didn’t exist?

A. Honestly, 

I don't know 

which is scary

A.  D ead

A. I would most 

likely b e dead, 

in jail or addicted

to face counselling through BACKUP. He gradually 

manage d to build up confidence and conne ctions. 

He now attends activities twice a we ek as well as 

partaking in the re cent Service User Panel during the 

Re cruitment of Traine e Supp ort workers and has agre e d 

to b e come a pione er memb er of our up coming Service 

User Forum so he can use his exp erience to make a 

p ositive difference at BACKUP. He was nominate d and 

won the "Young Person with Resilience"  at the Backup 

AGM in O ctob er 2022. 

He is now on priority housing and will b e leaving so on 

to move into his own tenancy with B olton at Home.

He move d into Re dds Place in March 2022 following the 

death of his Mum.

This resulte d in the tenancy where they b oth live d b eing 

terminate d leaving him homeless. Still grieving, he 

move d into his own flat within the O utreach Team. He 

settle d into his flat really well and it was very clear he 

p ossesse d very go o d indep endent living skills, his flat 

was kept in p erfe ct condition. He was able to budget well 

and had some go o d co oking skills. 

Initialy, D only engage d with his Backup supp ort worker 

and was isolate d in his flat. We referre d him to the 

Chances team for extra supp ort. We also offere d face

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CASE STUDY: 

DAISY

17 year old girl came to BACKUP in 2022.

Since the age of 10 she had live d in thre e different 

towns with either family, foster carers or in a childrens 

home due to relationship breakdowns. D suffere d 

mental health issues such as depression, low mo o d and 

anxiety and was also subje ct to sexual assault, suffers 

flashbacks and has b e en vulnerable to exploitation 

from others. She did a lot of go o d work with the supp ort 

of staff but her first placement at Backup didn't work 

out so we transferre d her to an alternative proje ct. 

At Loft House she was quiet and lacke d confidence. 

We supp orte d her to manage her previous volatile 

relationship with her Mum. She was great with money 

and bills already and can co ok!  Her confidence has

grown. She re cently turne d 18 years old whilst at Loft 

House, in which she enjoye d a b eautiful cake and 

celebrations with her Mum and siblings. D states her 

relationship with Mum as improve d so much so they 

re cently went on holiday together. 

She has told us that her mental health has massively 

improve d. Her maturity, resilience, assertiveness and 

confidence has grown leading to her re cent venture 

of b e coming a flight attendant; she applie d to EasyJet 

without any staff supp ort and got through b oth 

interview stages to get a traine eship with the flight 

company, starting May 2023, London Gatwick. She said 

she is apprehensive ab out this move but is confident 

this is where her future lies.
